Several members have live-
blogged their brew days on the Discord (and 
yes, you can go back and look at these 
threads even if you weren’t there at the 
time). We can do the same with events, beer 
tasting experiences, etc. 
You can use Discord from the web or 
download the app to your computer or 
mobile device — whatever works best for 
you. Here’s an invite link for the FBI server 
if you’d like to try it out:

Once you join, you’ll be directed to an area 
called rules that contains some introductory 
information. Wait there until one of the 
admins can grant you access to all the other 
channels and discussions. (This approach is 
for security purposes, to keep random 
people from joining and causing trouble.)
